and eat!?” However, we were 
called to the ministry of fostering, and we knew it.  We 
always thought we’d adopt someday as well, but never 
wanted that to be our focus, as fostering was always our 
first call.  

the perfect set up....
My wife Ashley and I found Loving Houston Adoption 
Agency after being licensed with a couple of other 
agencies.  We finally felt that an agency “got it” and “got 
us,” which says a lot, as we are not your average cookie 
cutter family. We were able to foster three precious little 
ones with Loving Houston before getting the call that 
would change our lives forever. 

we knew god had prepared us...
In April 2020, our agency informed us that there 
was a street mother who was 24 weeks pregnant and 
considering adoption. Having been offered abortion, 
she chose instead to make a call to Kim with whom 
she had previous relationship through the ministry. We 
didn’t know the race or the gender of the baby, nor did 
we know the condition of the mom. All we knew was 
that God had prepared us for this moment. We stood 
at a crossroads with a decision to make. Would we say 
yes in obedience to God, or we would make a list of 
justifiable excuses and move on with our lives? We chose 
to say yes!

the ups and downs...
As you know, the adoption journey is filled with so 
many ups and downs and is never complete until a judge 
declares the child is yours. We were able to meet the birth 
mother through the ministry and build a relationship 
with her. Ashley was able to have contact with her, but 
there were many times mom would be unresponsive or 
didn’t show up to the ministry…. “Did she change her 
mind? Did something happen?” All of the questions 
swirled every time.

from his first breath
Finally, nearing the end of the pregnancy, we were able to 
see her again, and not long after that, mom went into labor. 
She contacted Ashley to come to the hospital and invited 
her to be in the delivery room. The kids and I watched 
our precious little Henry being born via FaceTime. Ashley 
was able to receive him and be with him from the moment 
he came into this world.

“i know he is yours...”
After the first night in the hospital, the birth mother 
asked to talk to Ashley and said she wanted to hold 
him. Ashley agreed, and while holding our sweet boy, 
she said “I know he is yours. I hear you with him, and 
I already know this was 100% the right decision.”

instantly in love
Henry came home a day later, and instantly we were 
all in love with new baby brother and son.  I know it’s 
cliche, but he is a blessing to our family and no doubt 
is OUR SON. The official adoption day was January 
13, 2021. Without the ministry of Loving Houston, 
our son Henry wouldn’t have a testimony of God’s 
grace and mercy.

god has stirred our hearts again...
Fast-forward 2 years, even after moving to the Dallas 
area, we reached out to Loving Houston, as God has 
stirred our hearts for adoption once again. Our family 
is so grateful for Loving Houston because they are the 
hands and feet of Jesus.
